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Article I-Name and Mission Statement
Section 1


The name of this organization shall be the Kentucky Association of State Employees. (KASE)

Section 2


The purpose of the Kentucky Association of State Employees is to present a unified voice for public employees to achieve the following goals:  1) organize in order to protect the rights of current and retired public employees 2) represent the interests of current and retired public employees; 3) educate and call attention to the importance of the public service provided by its members to the citizens of the Commonwealth; 4) advocate on behalf of current and retired public employees.

Section 3


KASE shall be governed by this Constitution and By-laws approved by the Board of Directors and/or the General Convention.

Article II-Membership and Governance
Section 1


Membership of KASE is open to any employee of the Commonwealth of Kentucky holding merit system status who does not hold a policy making position, any retired employee of the Commonwealth of Kentucky receiving retirement funds from the Kentucky Retirement System, the Kentucky Teachers Retirement System, the Kentucky State Police Retirement System, any employee of a Kentucky public college, university, or technical school who does not hold a policy making position.

Section 2

The Board of Directors shall be responsible for the operation of KASE in accordance with its stated purpose, and shall be composed of the officers elected at the general convention every four (4) years in accordance with KASE By-laws.

Section 3

The President of the Board of Directors shall be responsible for the call to order of meetings of the Board of Directors and the convention, and the designation of a secretary from those present to keep minutes of the proceedings.  

Article III-Amendments to Constitution and By-laws

Section 1


Proposed amendments to the Constitution and By-laws shall be submitted in writing to the Board of Directors ninety (90) days prior to the annual convention and must be distributed to members thirty (30) days prior to the annual convention, or in the alternative, thirty (30) days prior to a meeting of the Board of Directors and must be distributed to the Board members fifteen (15) days prior to the Board meeting.

Section 2


Ratification of any changes to the Constitution and By-laws shall be by a majority vote of the members present during the general convention or by a majority vote of a quorum of the Board of Directors present at a meeting of the Board of Directors.

Section 3


Upon ratification, changes to the Constitution and By-laws shall be effective immediately and superseded any and all previous Constitutions and By-laws.

Article IV-Parliamentary Rules

Section 1


Robert’s Rules of Order, latest edition, shall govern KASE proceedings unless in conflict with the Constitution and By-laws.
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
