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KENTUCKY ASSOCIATION OF STATE EMPLOYEES

BYLAWS
Article I-Membership

Section 1


Membership of KASE is open to any employee of the Commonwealth of Kentucky holding merit system status who does not hold a policy making position, any retired employee of the Commonwealth of Kentucky receiving retirement funds from the Kentucky Retirement System, the Kentucky Teachers Retirement System, and the Kentucky State Police Retirement System, any employee of a Kentucky public college, university, or technical school who does not hold a policy making position.

Section 2


The amount of membership dues shall be set at twelve dollars ($12.00) per month for each member and may only be changed at a convention meeting by a majority vote of the members present.  Membership becomes effective with the first payment of dues, and terminates upon receipt of the member’s written resignation, or thirty (30) days from the date dues are in arrearage. 
Section 3


All rights, title and interest, both legal and equitable of a member shall end upon the termination of membership in KASE.

Section 4


KASE shall not deny membership to any individual on the basis of age, handicap, race, creed, national origin, sex, or sexual orientation, nor shall any organization which so denies membership be affiliated with KASE.

Section 5


The Board of Directors shall have the right to expel any member for conduct unbecoming to the stated goals and purposes of KASE.

Article II-Board of Directors
Section 1


The Board of Directors of KASE shall consist of the President and six (6) Vice Presidents who shall be elected every four (4) years by members in good standing physically present at the KASE convention.  The term of office shall begin immediately upon election.

Section 2


Any member of KASE in good standing at the time of the convention may run for elected office, after having notified the Board of Directors in writing of his/her intent to do so sixty (60) days prior to the election date.  To be eligible to run for office, members must be physically present at the convention and have paid membership dues for six months prior to the day of election.
Section 3


The Board of Directors shall meet at least twice per calendar year, but may meet more often by majority agreement of the Board.  Meetings of the Board of Directors may be held by and through electronic means.  A majority of the Board of Directors shall constitute a quorum of those in attendance.  Proxies shall not be allowed.
Section 4


The President shall preside at all meetings of the Board of Directors and the convention and shall have the power to designate his/her substitute for a meeting should he/she be unable to attend.  The President or his/her substitute shall call to order meetings of the Board and the convention and designate a secretary for the meeting from the officers present to keep minutes of the proceedings.
Section 5

A majority of the Board of Directors shall designate one of their number to act as Treasurer for KASE. 
Section 6


The Treasurer, in addition to any other duties assigned to him/her by virtue of his/her office, shall be responsible for the collection and disposition of all monies, properties, files and effects of KASE.  Any payments on behalf of KASE by the designated Treasurer shall only occur after authorization by the Board of Directors. 

Section 7


The Board of Directors shall have the power to amend the By-Laws, carry on all the business affairs of KASE, including but not limited to: to sue and be sued, complain and defend on behalf of and for KASE; to approve policy, approve budgets and set dues; to dismiss a member of the Board or any member for cause; any other duties voted on by the Board.

Section 8


No officer of the Board of Directors, including the President, shall receive a salary or remuneration for their service.  

Article III-Convention
Section 1


KASE shall convene a general convention annually.  The Board of Directors shall have the authority to call a special session of the general convention.

Section 2


At the KASE general convention every four (4) years, elections for officers shall take place.
Section 3


KASE members attending the general convention shall have the authority to alter, amend, change, adopt in part or in whole, the Constitution and By-laws of KASE.  No votes may be by proxy or absentee.
Section 4


KASE members attending the general convention shall have the authority to establish policies, goals, and objectives of KASE necessary to achieve the stated purpose of KASE which are not otherwise in conflict with the KASE Constitution and By-laws.  No votes shall be by proxy or absentee.
Section 5


All authority granted to members attending the general convention shall be vested in the Board of Directors when the general convention is not in session.

Article IV-Amendments to Constitution and By-laws
Section 1


Amendments to the Constitution and By-laws shall be submitted in writing to the Board of Directors thirty (30) days prior to any meeting in which the changes will be considered.

Section 2


Ratification of any changes to the Constitution and By-laws shall be by a majority vote of the Board of Directors present at a meeting of the Board of Directors or by a majority vote of members present during the general convention.  No vote may be by proxy or absentee.
Section 3


Upon ratification, changes to the Constitution and By-laws shall be effective immediately and supersede any and all previous Constitutions and By-laws.
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
